Guidelines
· Good personal hygiene, hand and sneeze/cough etiquette must be followed.
· Avoid shaking hands when greeting others.
· Wash your hands often for at least 20 seconds with soap and water. Wash your hands:
· When you arrive on campus
· Before using equipment
· After using equipment
· Before and after eating and after going to the toilet.
· Where hand washing is not possible, you should use hand sanitiser
· Avoid touching your eyes, nose and mouth.
· Cover coughs/sneezes with your elbow or a tissue, dispose of the tissue in a rubbish bin.
· A Social Distance of at least 1.5 metres must be maintained between individuals at all times while attending a TasTAFE Campus or Training Facility.
· Students studying or conducting practical exercises or assessment tasks together must ensure social distance is not compromised by working closely together or in groups;
· If required to work in pairs or groups to complete an activity or practical exercise, students must maintain the required distance (where possible); apart from the minimal time required to complete the given task.
· Contractors must maintain social distances at all times. If social distance cannot be maintained when conducting work activities a Job Safety Analysis outlining measures that will be implemented to eliminate or effectively manage the risk to the contractor and others must be provided to the TasTAFE Contact Person.
